Results of Justification

*Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ, through whom we have obtained access to this grace in which we stand; and we boast
in our hope of sharing the glory of God. 3And not only that, but we also boast in our sufferings,
knowing that suffering produces endurance, “and endurance produces character, and character
produces hope, ®and hope does not disappoint us, because God’s love has been poured into
our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.

® For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. “Indeed, rarely will
anyone die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person someone might actually
dare to die. 8But God proves his love for us in that while we still were sinners Christ died for us.
Much more surely then, now that we have been justified by his blood, will we be saved through
him from the wrath of God. 1°For if while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through
the death of his Son, much more surely, having been reconciled, will we be saved by his life.
11But more than that, we even boast in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we
have now received reconciliation.

John 4.5-42

5So he came to a Samaritan city called Sychar, near the plot of ground that Jacob had given to
his son Joseph. ®Jacob’s well was there, and Jesus, tired out by his journey, was sitting by the
well. It was about noon.

" A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, ‘Give me a drink’. 8(His
disciples had gone to the city to buy food.) °The Samaritan woman said to him, ‘How is it that
you, a Jew, ask a drink of me, a woman of Samaria?’ (Jews do not share things in common with
Samaritans.) 1°Jesus answered her, ‘If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying to
you, “Give me a drink”, you would have asked him, and he would have given you living water.’
"1The woman said to him, ‘Sir, you have no bucket, and the well is deep. Where do you get that
living water? 12Are you greater than our ancestor Jacob, who gave us the well, and with his
sons and his flocks drank from it?’ 13Jesus said to her, ‘Everyone who drinks of this water will be
thirsty again, **but those who drink of the water that | will give them will never be thirsty. The
water that | will give will become in them a spring of water gushing up to eternal life.” **The
woman said to him, ‘Sir, give me this water, so that | may never be thirsty or have to keep
coming here to draw water.’

‘When
he comes, he will proclaim all things to us.” 26Jesus said to her, ‘l am he, the one who is
speaking to you.’

27 Just then his disciples came. They were astonished that he was speaking with a woman, but
no one said, ‘What do you want?’ or, ‘Why are you speaking with her?’ 2Then the woman left
her water-jar and went back to the city. She said to the people, 2Come and see a man who told
me everything | have ever done! He cannot be the Messiah, can he?’ *They left the city and
were on their way to him.

9°So when the Samaritans came to him, they asked him to
stay with them; and he stayed there for two days. “*And many more believed because of his
word. 4°They said to the woman, ‘It is no longer because of what you said that we believe, for
we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is truly the Saviour of the world.’

Coronavirus / Communion: Current Government advice is that individuals should follow
good hygiene practices including:

In light of the continued increase of COVID-19 cases in the United Kingdom, we have also
received notification from the Bishop and the Archbishops that it is now necessary to suspend the
administration of the chalice as well as physical contact during the sharing of the peace, blessing
or "laying on of hands".

o Offer Communion in one kind only to all communicants (i.e. the consecrated wafer), with
the priest alone taking the wine;

o Suspend handshaking or other direct physical contact during the sharing of the peace;

o Suspend direct physical contact as part of a blessing or ‘laying on of hands’.

The priest and sacristan will all have washed their hands thoroughly prior to setting up for
Communion, and immediately prior to conducting the Eucharist. | have also asked the
Churchwardens to ensure that the handles of the main door (both internal and external) are
disinfected prior to and after each service; these being an obvious contact point for everyone and
a source of transmission. We are also trying to obtain some larger bottles of hand gel, which can
be used by the congregation on entering church.
